Sir, 

I write with reference to your letter of20 March 2013 informing me of your decision to establish a United 

Nations commission of inquiry to examine the incident that the Syrian Government brought to your attention. 

I wish to express my gratitude and appreciation at your response to our request for an inquiry into the use of 

chemical weapons by armed terrorist groups in the Khan al-Asal area, Aleppo governorate, on 19 March 2013 . Rest 

assured that my Government will cooperate with the commission and facilitate its access to the scene of the crime in 

Khan al-Asal, Aleppo governorate, in order for it to investigate the crime and its perpetrators. 

In previous letters, including our letter of 8 December 2012 to you and to the President of the Security 

Council, we have warned that armed terrorist groups were testing chemical weapons on live subjects. The weapons had 

been obtained from certain States that support the terrorist groups and provide political cover for their crimes, including 

by attempting to obstruct our request that you should send an independent and impartial expert technical committee to 

investigate the terrorist groups' activities, of which we had warned, and to identifY those responsible. 

As was pointed out by the High Representative for Disarmament Affairs, Ms. Angela Kane, in her meeting 

with our Permanent Representative in New York on 22 March 2013 , the commission's arrival requires a memorandum 

of understanding setting out a framework for cooperation and defming the obligations of either side. My Government 

stands prepared to discuss and approve the contents of the memorandum. 

I enclose herewith the answers to questions which you submitted to the Syrian Government regarding the 

details of the crime that took place in Khan al-As�! on 19 March 2013 .

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1. How many persons died as a result of the alleged incident? 

19 people died, all of them civilians. A list of their names is enclosed. 

2. How many persons were injured as a result of the alleged incident? 

136 people were injured in the incident, 17 of them soldiers. A list of their names is enclosed. 

3. Where exactly were the bodies retrieved from? 

The bodies were retrieved from the village of Khan al-Asal, at the southern end of the Mazar Street quarter, 

some 100 metres from the Syrian Arab Army artillery position. 

4. Who retrieved the bodies? What is their narrative of the incident?

Their narrative of the incident: While they were asleep, at around 7 a. m. , they heard a rock et explosion. They 

rushed to assist the wounded, who had froth on their mouths and had severe breathing difficulties (chok ing). The locals 

had not realized that the rock et contained a chemical weapon. When the people fell to the ground one after the other, 

they were tak en aback at fust and placed headscarves over their mouths. They started to rescue the wounded along with 

the soldiers, who were affected by the same symptoms. Seven member of the Za'rur family died in the incident. Stable 

animals, chick ens and stray cats and dogs also died. 

5. Have the bodies been positively identified and by whom? 

The bodies were identified by the medical examiner and the magistrate. The bodies had not been tampered 

with, and there were clear signs of chok ing resulting from inhalation of a poisonous substance. 

6. Have any post-mortems been conducted? 
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Yes. A blood sample was tak en for bacteriological (cholinesterase) analysis in order to determine how the 

nervous system had been affected. The results were abnormal and another sample has been sent for analysis. 

7. If they have - by whom and where? 

The post- mortem was conducted by Najib Kilawi, the Chief Medical Examiner at the university hospital. 

8. Where are the victims' bodies currently stored or have they already been buried? 

All of the bodies were buried after the autopsy performed by the medical examiner. The reports were 

submitted to the investigating magistrate, who ordered that the bodies should be buried. 

9. If they have been buried, is it possible for the bodies to be exhumed immediately prior to the arrival of 

the investigation team in order to facilitate an independent post-mortem? 

The bodies can be exhumed in order for the necessary analysis to tak e place. 

10. Where is the clothing that was on the bodies? 

The bodies were buried in their clothing. 

11. List the injured and uninjured witnesses so that they can be interviewed once the team arrive. 

A list of witnesses has been compiled. It comprises inhabitants of the village, commanders of military 

positions in the area and those injured. 

12. Have the witnesses been interviewed by police I authorities? If so, we would like to review those records. 

Military Police examined and questioned all of the wounded and recorded the names of survivors and the dead. 

13. Has there been any attempt in any forensic preservation of the site? 

The medical examiners have not preserved the site. 

14. Is the unedited television footage available for the team to review? 

All of the television channels (Syria TV and Mayadeen TV) filmed and recorded at the scene. The Forensics 

Department of the Criminal Security Branch also took pictures of the bodies. 

15. What is the history of the incident site?

The incident took place on Tuesday, 19 March 2013. 

16. Is there further information that you can tell us now prior to our arrival that might aid in our 

preparation? 

There have been reports in the past that terrorists had rock ets containing chemical weapons. Footage of 

experiments performed by terrorists on mice and rabbits has been shown on television.
